Tutor Commitment

Training


Satisfactory completion of workshop.

Time Commitment
One year commitment to tutoring.  Prepare for and meet with students 1½ hours of tutoring per week in a public place (excluding vacations and other unforeseen circumstances).

Preparation

Prepare and tailor lessons to individual student’s needs and interests.

Records
Maintain a file or notebook with name, address, and phone number of student, plus a record of lesson plans, number of hours taught, preparation time and administrative time.  

Communication 
Contact Literacy Volunteers on the Green office after initial meeting with student(s); provide the meeting date and a verbal evaluation of the meeting. 

Student Support
If you feel your student would be comfortable in a classroom situation, encourage enrollment in adult education classes offered through one of the local adult education services.  Offer to assist your student in registering.
